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2. MINUTES OF THE MEETING 

 

1. Welcome and general overview of the situation of  the Committee on Information Society-CIS  

The chairman welcomes all participants and briefly reports on the activities carried out since the general 

assembly in Beijing China, in 2005.  

He also gives a general overview of the situation of the Committee on the Information Society-CIS, and 

makes special reference to the new situation found after the resignation of the previous President of the 

Committee, Mr Christian Ferrazino. Therefore, he advances that one of the main objectives of the 

meeting is to designate the new president and vice-presidents. 

 

2. Report of the CIS and the Digital Local Agenda  

The councillor of Bilbao, Ms Ibone Bengoetxea, presents the actions done by the city of Bilbao in 

connection with the Information Society since the year 2003, devoting special attention to the "II World 

Summit of Cities and Local Authorities on the Information society" held in Bilbao in November 2005. She 

details the structure of Digital Local Agenda and the capacity building for local authorities. She presents 

the working plan which has been elaborated by the CIFAL Bilbao Centre (Secretariat of the Digital Local 

Agenda) in order to promote the Digital Local Agenda worldwide.  

During the presentation, she details the activities done by the CIS in the Digital Local Agenda line of 

action, as shown in the CIS' report of activities delivered during the meeting by the general secretariat.  

According to the spreading plan, the Digital Local Agenda has been running the following phases:   

·  The phase of "consolidation", adding new members to the Committee, and actively involving the 

rest of members. 

·  The phase of "awareness and dissemination" through the participation in events around the world 

(Innsbruck, Cali, Nairobi, Marrakech) to raise awareness about de DLA between local authorities.  

·  The WebTOOL: development of collaborative tools to help less experienced Local Authorities to 

devise their own DLA (best practices database, recommendations, Indicators, a set of diagnoses 

for each area of knowledge. 

·  Training: preparation of training materials.  

·  Action (DLA Methodology): a methodology for Local Authorities to implement DLAs has been 

designed. 

Also she details the future actions in which the CSI should work on. The details are found also in the CIS' 

report of activities delivered during the meeting. 
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3. Presentation of the candidatures for the CIS' Pr esidency and Vice-presidencies  

It's the time to present the candidatures for the Presidency and Vice-presidencies of the Committee on the 

Information Society (CIS) and the city of Bilbao presents its candidature based in the Digital local Agenda 

line of action. Bilbao also offers as an example how the city has implemented its own DLA.  

The name of the Committee is approved and it remains the same: Committee on the Information 

Society .  

Also, it is approved the merging of the two lines of action (up to now the committee has developed its 

activities through two lines of action: one dedicated to the promotion of the “Digital Local Agenda” and the other to 

“Digital Solidarity”). Now it is agreed that there will stay the Digital Local Agenda as the main instrument for 

the local authorities to bridge the digital divide. However, the digital solidarity will not disappear but it will 

be incorporated into the DLA. Digital solidarity is basic; moreover, digital solidarity is understood in all its 

aspects: the technical and the economical one. The CIS needs instruments like the digital solidarity fund to 

implement, to put into practice the projects proposed.   

 

4. Open debate on the candidatures  

No other candidatures were presented. 

 

5. Election process for the CIS President and Vice- Presidents  

The election of presidency and vice presidency provides the following results:

�  Latin America: local governments association of Brazil

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6. Suggestions and questions by CIS members  

An open discussion and inputs of the participants to be considered:  

·  The National Association of Municipalities of Brazil : they count on mechanisms of information 

structures and technical support as service for their members. They manage and rationalize 

information with municipal networks and facilitate access to information networks. 

·  Beirut  considers more afford on the regional level, being able to raise more awareness and 

support in emergency situations of the UCLG networks (digital solidarity). 

·  Moscow  wants to cooperate and support with internet facilities the outcomes of the Committee. 

·  The association of Local Authorities of Morocco  would like to promote the work of the 

Committee which meets the objectives of their members. 

·  Stuttgart  offers support on high tech exchange and contacts to the private sector; underlines that 

information is key element for freedom and democracy, network to overcome digital gap 

·  Maputo  underlines the importance of daily work, to follow an action plan for outcomes of the 

Committee. 

·  Bilbao  offers the lead and promotes the digital agenda as a political commitment 

·  Basque government : need to support with best practices
